The holy gifts are elevated towards heaven one final time, just as heaven is brought closer to
earth through our prayer and petition. God transforms these gifts, making them Christ’s Body
and Blood for us. At this moment the veil between heaven and earth is at its thinnest. Holiness is
in our midst. We make the sign of the cross!
